8. Do you have the Scoutmaster’s approval?  NEVER begin a project without it.  Nothing you do prior to obtaining approval will count toward your project.
9. Have you turned in the project description form to the Advancement Chair?
10. Do you have an adult to supervise?

11. Have you raised all of the money that will be needed?

12. Do you have enough of the proper supplies?

13. Is your project for a non-profit organization?

14. Who will benefit from your project?

15. How many total hours of work are projected? (includes everyone who will participate)

16. If you have questions or are unsure about something, ASK the Scoutmaster or Advancement Chair before proceeding.  No one else will be familiar with your project.
